Some Things of Interest You Will Bee In
a Visit to This Place.

Of course, every one in Champaign is
aware of the faot that OUhampaign county
has a poor-farm, where old men and
women, those who are helpless and sick,

and paupers oan go and’' be well takeu
oare of; but it is very doubtfol whether
ten out of every one hundred pereons in
the oity have evor made @ Yisit to thls in-
stitution, and it {s thooght that a short
artiole in regard to the place will be of
interest to many readers. 1‘!10 poor-fatm
is looated about three-quarters of a mile
east of the oourt house in Urbana, and is
ocomposed of one hondr and twenty
aores Of as fine farm land as ocan be found
fn Illinois. The farm is equipped about
the same an any well-regufated farm, the
produots of which are used {n feeding the
inmates of the poor-house. - This house is
not the hideous, dirty and lonesome place
whioh you hear about when anyone has
ooorsion to speak of a poor;houee, but {s
a good, comfortable and|olean plaoce,
whioch from the road resembples a well-to-
do farmer’s home. The maln bullding s
of brick, aud ia surrononded §y snow-white
fences and smaller houses. The reporter
visited the place recently at'about dinner
time, thinkieg he would gat a chanoe to
ae6 the uoon meal served, Agd see how it
ouvmpared with the un-pnn-;nd-no-ublo-
oloth story which he had alwpys heard in
conueotion with poor-housep. He was
firad taken into the women’s 8ining-room,
whioh, as far as he oould tell, looked like
the diniug-room in anyons's house of
moderate ciroumstanoces. Thp table was
pot an ofl-cloth, neither were the tin pans
and ouffve tins to be seen. The table was
covered with a red oloth, and was set with
a glass spoon-holder, two glass syrup
oauw, a sugar bowl, large dish of orackers,
a plate of white bread, pepper and salt.
The bill of fare for dinnef'consisted of
and beans,

bread and batter, cuffee, por
potatoes, tarnips, onions a; sveral other
dishes, The -men’s diniog-«fjom, whioh

Juina the women's, was arran "ﬁnme.
and the same kind of a dinneg: erved.
The food is all cooked by stéam; the big
wood-stove which used to be @sed having
beou thrown out. The stemm oooker is
muoh more oouvenient. Theré is a good-
sized boiler In the wash bo‘plv' and pipes
run from there to the kitoheu;fwhere they
nre turmed into large YATVA iron cans
of beaus, potatooe, oto., which oan be
couked fu a very short time, Besides the
dining-rooms on the first floor thore are
two or three large sitting-rooms where
good firos are kopt and the old men go to
have talks The aecond story is oo posed
eatirely of sloeping roows, which in most
oamsea are furninhed with an iron bedstead
and oue ohair.  The floors sre white and
o'ean,and the bedding lain good oondition.
