There were no student, staff, or firefighter injuries.  Prairie Elementary was evacuated 
using the building’s emergency procedures.  All students were out of the building by the 
time firefighters arrived.  Firefighters were very complimentary of Prairie Elementary 
School’s evacuation procedure.  

Students returned to the classroom shortly thereafter, and Prairie Elementary School 
has resumed its normal school day.  Students will take home a note to their parents or 
guardians explaining what happened today.
